1.  For prescription refills, please, call the pharmacy 1 week before you run out of your medicines.  This is necessary to allow the pharmacy enough time to fill and mail your medicines to you.
2.  Call the Health Centre at 770-4301 to check if your medicines have come in.  Be aware, that any unclaimed medicines will be sent back to the pharmacy.
3.  Your prescriptions have a certain number of refills.  Check with the Pharmacist or look at the label on your bottle or blister pack for how many refills you have left.  If you have 1 or 0 refills, you need to book an appointment with the doctor for a new prescription
4.  Elders with no telephones shall be helped by the Home Care support workers.

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RETURN GLASS CONDITION

Due to the nature of BDL warehousing and Brewery operations, certain types of
empty bottle returns are detrimental to equipment and operator efficiency,
productivity and safety.

Full pallets of Industry Standard Bottles are often transported hundreds and even
thousands of miles to BDL warehouses and brewery production plants. At BDL
warehouses the pallets are unloaded and may be inventoried or cross-docked for
shipment to a brewery.

Once received at a brewery, full pallets of bottles travel approximately 1000 feet
of conveyor system from warehouse receiving docks to the depalletizer.

Following depalletizing, cases are subjected to high speed conveying up to 185
feet per minute as well as decline and incline conveyors in their travel to case
cutting and uncasing equipment. The overall quality of empty Industry Standard
Bottle returns is of utmost importance.

BOTTLE CONDITION

Industry Standard Bottles are normally intended for reuse an average of 15
times. However, any number of different factors can determine that a bottle is
not suitable for reuse and therefore needs to be segregated and palletized
separately from regular returns. The following are examples of these factors:

DIRTY, CHIPPED, & OBSOLETE BOTTLES

Dirty, chipped and obsolete domestic beer bottles are accepted however they
must be palletized separately for return to BDL. These bottles, not intended for
reuse, can be then safely handled and the glass properly recycled.

All returned bottles must be completely intact and not considerably damaged in
any way. "Considerably damaged" includes:

a) broken necks

a) body fractures; broken bottles staying together because of the label

b) broken bottoms

Separated Dirty / Chipped / Obsolete Beer Bottles
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Non-Industry Csé

Import Beer and Wine Cooler Cases

CASES PLACED IN TRAYS WITH LOOSE BOTTLES

When 12 pack and 18 pack cases are placed in can trays the cases cannot be
cut properly with brewery uncasing saws and equipment.

Any combination of loose bottles in can pack trays also cause the following:

a) spillovers on depalletizers
b) spillovers on incline and decline conveying between depalletizers and saws

HANDLING 6 PACK CASES

All Industry Standard 6 pack cartons are to be grouped in fours and “mother-
trayed” for safer handling by placing in a can tray.

“Mother-trayed 6 Packs
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Industry Standard Bottles are recognized by their
colour, size, shape and unique twist-off top. All
other bottles separated and returned to
appropriate recycler.

Inspect cases for:

* Correct bottle type * Crown removal
* Removal of garbage * Bottles upright
* Correct number of bottles

All 6 pack cartons are to be grouped in fours
and “mother-trayed” for safer handling by
placing in a can tray.

All loose bottles are to be placed alone in repack|
cartons. No other cartons are to be placed
inside. These cartons are supplied ‘by BDL and

are to be used solely for returning BDL bottles.

Cases must be stacked according to industry
pallet pattern requirements. The top and
middle layers are to be securely strapped with
twine. Use only structurally sound BDL pallets.

Each pallet must be properly identified with a
coloured sticker supplied by BDL. These tags
are to be placed on the bottom layer of cases,
on the narrow side of the pallet.

All other bottle types, beer and otherwise, should
be properly separated from Industry Standard
Bottles and returned to the appropriate recyclers

Do not use damaged cartons or cases that
are wet or filled with snow. Brewery saws
cannot cut these cases. These bottles need to
be repackaged in BDL supplied cartons.

Loose bottles must not be returned in cases
or trays not designed specifically to hold beer
bottles. These bottles would be lost along the
high speed conveyor lines.

No dirty, chipped, or obsolete beer bottles. Place
on a separate pallet and return to BDL for safe
handling and environmentally friendly glass

recycling

Do not use damaged pallets that have
broken, missing, or loose boards. Damaged
pallets may be used for shipping can bag
returns or shipped back to BDL for repair.

12 and 18 pack cases must not be placed in
trays. Bottles will be lost and the cases cannot
be cut properly with brewery saws.
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CASE CONDITION

Following depalletizing, cases are subjected to high speed conveying up to 185
feet per minute as well as decline and incline conveyors in their travel to case
cutting and uncasing equipment. The stability of empty packaged returns is of
utmost importance. The following are examples of cased bottle returns that
cause handling problems.

DAMAGED CASES
[

Industry Standard Bottles are preferred to be returned in original industry cases
wherever possible. However, cartons having open end-flaps or ones torn and
ripped result in major problems in the uncasing process. Ensure all return cases
are of good structural quality.

WET/SOGGY/SNOW FILLED CASES
Water content ih empty case returns will cause the following:
a) stability problems on full pallets of case returns
b) case damage on depalletizer row transfers
c) any conveying pressure causes structure to case to disintegrate
d) jamming at uncasing saws

Repackage bottles from any wet cases into repack cartons supplied by BDL.

UNACCEPTABLE BOXES

Bottles must not be returned in cases/cartons not designed specifically to hold
beer bottles. Unacceptable cases, among others include:

a) Can trays

b) Import beer and Wine cooler cartons (as illustrated next page)

c) Liquor cases / cartons

d) Fruit or vegetable cartons of any kind

e) Paper or plastic bags placed loosely onto the pallet or into trays

f) 1 dozen bottle cases cut in half, containing 6 bottles and placed in a tray

on their side or loosely on the pallet

|
Repackage bottles from any unacceptable box into BDL supplied repack cartons.
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CROWNED BOTTLES

All crowns must be removed before they are returned to the breweries for reuse.
Crowned bottles not detected during uncasing and prior to washing are a serious
safety issue and may cause risk to quality of finished product. Each case
returned requires inspection for crown removal.

BOTTLE PLACEMENT IN CASES

Each case m#st contain the proper number of bottles. Bottles must not be
placed upside-down as damage to the bottleneck will occur at the saws,

rendering the bottle unusable.

NON-INDUSTRY STANDARD BOTTLES

Industry Standard Bottles (ISB) are easily recognized by their colour, size, shape,
and unique twist-off top. All other bottle types, beer and otherwise, must be
segregated and should be returned to the appropriate recyclers.
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MILK CONTAINERS WILL BE ACCEPTED AT COMMUNITY BEVERAGE
CONTAINER COLLECTION DEPOTS STARTING FEBRUARY 15, 2010.

ACCEPT - Milk and liquid milk products including milk and cream substitutes, buttermilk,
condensed/evaporated milk, eggnog, flavoured milk, liquid meal replacements containing milk,
milk shake beveraées, nut milk, rice milk, soy milk and yogurt beverages in containers made of
plastic, glass, metal, and polycoat materials (polycoats include gable tops, tetra paks/bricks etc.).

DO NOT ACCEPT - Infant formula or powdered milk.
DO NOT ACCEPT - Milk products in containers less than 30ml in size.

DO NOT ACCEPT - Food or yogurt containers (other than yogurt drinks, such as Yop and
Danone probiotic drinks).

DO NOT ACCEPT - Containers that are contaminated with residual material or have a really
strong smell: containers should be rinsed by the consumer before being returned to a depot for a
refund.

CONTAINERS MUST BE RINSED AND CLEAN TO RECEIVE A REFUND

Consumers will be encouraged to crush large milk containers (one litre and above) to make them
easier to store - not refuse a container if it is not crushed or squashed, explain to your
customer that IAI ame they bring milk containers to the depot they should WASH and
SQUASH.

As of February 15. 2010 when a person buys milk, in any type of container larger than 30ml,
